Whether you choose to be confirmed with your baptismal name or take a new name, we ask you to share your choice with the parish by constructing a poster we will display in the dining room after Masses. On the poster please include:

Information about you:

· Your name 

· Hobbies

· Extra-curricular activities, likes and dislikes, etc.

Information about your chosen saint:

· The name of your chosen saint and their feast day; background information on family, occupation.           

· What this person did to be called a saint (miracles, dedicated life, martyr, exemplary life of service).  

Information about your relationship to the saint:

· One or two reasons you choose this particular saint (what you admire, how you were inspired, why they are a model of faith for you).
· One or two things that the life of this saint teaches you about being a better Catholic 
· How this saint is a model for all Christians today.
Please then add some artistic touches.  Please keep in mind that your poster will be on display and seen by your church family. We’d like to get to know you better, so feel free to add pictures of you, your saint, and let it express who you are!
